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Let’s start with the +1, since it’s top-of-mind today:

+1. Make improved and expanded CTC permanent

Today, 39 million households — or 90% of kids and their families — began
receiving monthly cash payments of up to $300 per child. We spoke to four
West Virginia working moms about how the money will change their
families’ lives — at least for the next six months. It’s worth noting that
making the tax cut permanent would benefit 93% of West Virginia’s
children — but not a single member of the state’s Congressional delegation
has signed on. (Yes, we’re looking at you Joe Manchin.)
